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DAILY WALKING TOURS 

 

1) ADRASAN ð BEYCIK  - TAHTALI :  

This tour is one of our daily tours.it takes 3 hours by walking to reach the peak of teleferic point from Beycik Village 
We go to Beycik by car.When you arrive to the last point you will have the view of all Antalya city.It is your choice to 
turn back to starting point by walking or by teleferic.  

Tahtalidag, which was called "Tasolyma" in antiquity, is one of the biggest members of "Tahtalidaglar" chain that lies 
north-south of Antalya Bay. It rises sharply from the sea and reaches a height of 2366 meters, so it can be seen from 
every direction with its full magnificence. There is no other mountain above 2300 meters and so close to the sea. 

In order to climb Tahtali, the first place one has to get is Beycik Koyu in Kemer. Beycik, which is 830 meters high from 
the sea level, is a pretty village in a pine forest. By following the path, passing through the pine forest first and then the 
cedar forest and going up, one gets to the bare area at a height of 1700-1800 meters.

3) KALE  -  KARAOZ :  

This way takes nearly 2 hours by car form Adrasan.End  of the trip we will arive to St Nicholas Church.After a short 
tour in the churh we wil go to Sunken City of Kekova by boat. 

 

St Nicholas Church : Saint Nicholas is the common name for Nicholas of Myra, a Christian saint and Bishop of Myra in 
Lycia of Anatolia (modern-day Antalya province, Turkey, though at the time it was a Greek-speaking Roman 
Province). 

 

 

 

Sunken City of Kekova : On its northern side there are the partly sunken ruins of Dolchiste/Dolikisthe, an ancient town 
which was destroyed by an earthquake during the 2nd century. Rebuilt and still flourishing during the Byzantine 
Empire period, it was finally abandoned because of Arab incursions. Tersane (meaning "dockyard", as its bay was the 
site of an ancient city Xera and dockyard, with the ruins of a Byzantine church) is at the nortwest of the island.  
 
The Kekova region was declared a specially protected area on 18 January 1990 by Turkish Ministry of Environment 
and Forest. All kinds of diving and swimming were prohibited and subject to special permits from governmental 
offices. In later
